Restorative
Justice refers to repairing harm in any context including in
our school environment. This may involve staff, students and
parents/carers further engaging in conversations that allow
for this to occur. Restorative Justice is not a new process for
Barmera Primary as there are already processes in place but
this learning extended our knowledge on how to focus on
behaviour learning and behaviour development. Parents/
carers play an important part in this and we look forward to
sharing and discussing this further with you. You may hear
about it through class newsletters and parent-teacher
conversations.
